VERY year around
this time, the air qual-
ity index (AQI) levels
in Delhi-NCR slip into
the ‘severe’ category
due to stubble burn-
ing in neighbouring
states, and the government
agencies get busy discussing
the alternatives to end it, but
in vain. This has become an
episodic problem from October
to mid-November for the last

The gov-
ernment should be spreading
these solutions ahead in time,
and not when the problem has
already begun.”

TERI Director Sumit Shar-
ma says on comparing 2016 to
2019, there was some reduction
in the number of fires detect-
ed. “But this year, the fires

“The minute air pollution
increased, Delhi had the high-
est number of Covid cases in
one day - 7,000. International
research has also shown that
places with high pollution lev-
els will have more Covid cas-
es,” observes Jyoti Pande La-
vakare, Co-Founder of Care for
Air, who will soon release her
book, Breathing Here is Injuri-
ous to your Health.

The bio decomposer by the
Indian Agricultural Research
Institute (Pusa) was tested suc-
cessfully on the outskirts of
Delhi. It can turn crop residue
into manure in 15 to 20 days.

“Such solutions exist only
in theory. None have
been implemented on
ground,” says Envi-
ronmentalist Jai
Dhar Gupta. “Tur-
bo Happy Seeder
isnot exactly a so-

have increased, and even start-
ed early. Burning the stubble is
a much cheaper option for
farmers than these technolo-
gies.

Unless the government creates
a business model to ensure
that the residue is collected
and put into some use, the
farmers are not going to use it
for a better purpose, Sharma
believes.

Environmentalist Vimlendu
Jha feels that the situation is
extremely bad this year given
the core context of Covid.
“Apart from a systemic solu-
tion to stubble burning, local
sources of pollution need to be
stopped. These create an air
pollution crisis, public health
crisis and increase Covid cas-
es. There is still very little stra-
tegic and long-term thinking
in combating air pollution.”

Sunil Dhingra, Senior Fel-
low and Associate Director, Re-
newable Energy Technology
Applications, TERI, shares
that these technological inno-
vations need to be scaled up.
“Moreover, there is no right
business model for execution.
The government has given al-
most ¥1,200 crore for Turbo
Happy Seeders and other ma-
chinery in two years but the
small farmers are facing prob-
lems because they involve high
operating costs. There are so-
lutions, but no investment and
infrastructure,” adds
Dhingra.

Ban crackers?

“Trolling an ad is just the
stupidity of the masses,” Jha
says. “They don’t understand
that Diwali is a festival of
lights and not crackers that
makes your children choke. I
think this is not the question
of sentiments and faith.”

He believes that the cracker
ban will help as the pollution
level goes up almost 23 times in
Delhi-NCR on the day of
Diwali.

But Lavakare says that
cracker ban will only be of
help if implemented strictly.
“Haryana has allowed two
hours to burn crackers on Di-
wali, which is wrong. Every
year, they make the same mis-
take. They will ban at the last
minute, when people have al-
ready stocked on it,” she adds.

Solutions

Gupta says there are two ways
to solve the problem — pena-
mising and incentivising. “The
government has tried to penal-

ise bad behaviour and they
have failed, then why can’t
they take the positive ap-
proach? You give us the resi-
due and we will pay you per
quintal. Why would a farmer
burn something that’s worth
money? We can make energy
and products from it (IKEA is
conducting tests to make furni-
ture from this residue). Many
industries will be willing to
pay for it,” he shares.

Improve public transport,
regulate construction and
demolition activities that con-
tribute 70 per cent to the PM 10,
recommends Jha. Thirteen
coal thermal power plants in
the periphery of Delhi need to
be shut, municipal corpora-
tions have to stop open burn-
ing of garbage. “We also need
a crop pattern change. The
rice-growing pattern is creat-
ing an issue of water and air.
We need to change it by incen-
tivising farmers to grow some-
thing else,” says Jha.

RENOWNED architect, town plan-
ner and art collector, Kuldip Singh,
died of Covid-19 on November 10 in
Delhi. He was 86. The stalwart de-
signed the Delhi Civic Centre, Na-
tional Cooperative Development
Corporation (NCDC), Palika Ken-
dra building opposite Jantar
Mantar, among other projects. He
also gave regular consultations for
the development of Delhi Metro.
Singh admired Urdu poetry, and
later grew passionate towards
building an exquisite collection of
Thanjavur paintings. A few of his
friends, all luminaries in their re-
spective fields, remember him as a
gentle and dignified personality.

Raj Rewal, architect & Singh’s
former business partner

Kuldip was a very rationalist archi-
tect and chose the building materi-
al in a quite sensitive manner. His
projects in Delhi stood the test of
time and depicted the highly-crea-
tive use of raw concrete in a beauti-
ful manner. His other work, the Ma-
rine Drive development project in
Kochi, has also been quite well-re-
ceived. Kuldip kept great interest in
poetry and would often quote poet
Muhammad Igbal and other re-
nowned names in his conversa-

tions. He dedicated the last years of
his life collecting iconic Thanjavur
paintings. He was unmarried, and
some of us used to joke with him
that his collection was his family.
His death is a big loss to all of us.

Ram Rahman,
photographer & curator

I know Kuldip from a young age be-
cause of my father Habib Rahman,
an architect himself. Kuldip de-
signed many iconic buildings in
the city. His buildings are sculptur-
al in nature. Three years ago with
Kiran Nadar Museum of Art, I cu-

rated Delhi: Building the Modern,
an exhibition that featured the
beautiful models of buildings de-
signed by Singh, my father and
other key architects Raj Rewal,
Achyut Kanvinde, and Charles Cor-
rea. Eventually, he became abso-
lutely fascinated with Thanjavur
paintings and built the best collec-
tion in India, and came to be known
as quite a scholar in his new cho-
sen field. He later donated the col-
lection to Mumbai’s Chhatrapati
Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sangraha-
laya. I used to joke with him on his
fascination for Thanjavur paint-
